 The MSL finds services dynamically and

provides a generic user interface.

 The MSL parses the WSDL interface and shows

the available methods.

 The user may call a service method. The MSL 

creates a SOAP/HTTP message and sends it to

the server.

 The MSL renders the SOAP service response in 

a tree view.
